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An Application of the Multilevel Ecological Model
The work is an application of the Multilevel Ecological Model proposed by Wakefield (2004). Wakefield’s model is claimed to be an improvement over King’s (1997) modell. The main difficulty of ecological studies is the lack of information about the verity of the models’ assumptions. About the distributional assumptions and the lack of autocorrelation assumption there were couple of symulations carried out by Cho (1998) but no real concern is taken about the lack of aggregation bias assumption. I apply the model on the results of a referendum held in Hungary 2004 December. In the process I discuss the effects of the presence of aggregation bias and show the underlying contextual variable wich possibly accounts for a great part of aggregation bias.
