The process that led to the choice of a secondary school

In January the head of the elementary school gives a recommendation concerning the type of secondary school, which seems appropriate for the pupils. 

The recommendation is made available to the parents and the test bureau. 

Subsequently the parents apply for a place in the school of their choice for their child. The application consists of some personal data (sex of the pupil and the occupation of the parents) and the teacher’s recommendation. 

February or March a school achievement test is administered. About a month later the score on this test is made available to the school. 

The school informs the assignment committees of the secondary schools about this results.

 In these committees the final decision with respect to the choice of secondary school is made.
